    The First Labor Day  

The first Labor Day holiday was celebrated on Tuesday, September 5, 1882, in New 

York City, in accordance with the plans of the Central Labor Union. The Central Labor 

Union held its second Labor Day holiday just a year later, on September 5, 1883.  

In 1884 the first Monday in September was selected as the holiday, as originally pro-

posed, and the Central Labor Union urged similar organizations in other cities to fol-

low the example of New York and celebrate a "workingmen's/womenôs holiday" on 

that date. The idea spread with the growth of labor organizations, and in 1885 Labor 

Day was celebrated in many industrial centers of the country.  

Some records show that Peter J. McGuire, general secretary of the Brotherhood of 

Carpenters and Joiners and a cofounder of the American Federation of Labor, was 

first in suggesting a day to honor those "who from rude nature have delved and 

carved all the grandeur we behold."  

But Peter McGuire's place in Labor Day history has not gone unchallenged. Many be-

lieve that Matthew Maguire, a machinist, not Peter McGuire, founded the holiday.

We talked about random things.. he told 
some jokes, some really funny, some 
borderline vulgar, we talked about some 
of his needs etc.. (and just a side note, 

Grant and I both agree he was the most 
picky homeless man we had ever en-
countered). He had the cloths on his 
back, and a backpack full of everything 
he owned. Not much, especially in com-
parison to todayôs standard. What I 
mean is, I have a closet full of clothes 
and ñnever have anything to wearò. He 
didnôt have much. What Ken did have, 
however, was a plan. A plan to end all 
plans as he put it....A plan to get out of 
Jackson and go north to Boston. A plan 
to move into a local mission in the New 
England area and get back on his feet. 
He had the plan laid out, and no detail 
went overlooked. He was excited about 
his plan. His eyes lit up when he talked 
about the things he would be doing a 

month from now.. He had passion. He 

did require some things and after we 
asked he gave us a short (and very de-
tailed) list of things he needed.... sleep-

ing bag, mountain dew, cigarettes..   

   

We helped him out with all that we 
could.  
  We told Ken that we would be back 
within the hour (I wonder how many 
times heôs heard that?) and we would 
bring his stuff to him. When we ar-
rived there he was sitting in an alcove 
next to a building. After giving him the 
stuff, he complained a little about the 
bag that the sleeping bag came in, 
and said he didnôt want the chips be-
cause they wouldnôt fit inside his 
backpack, and wondered why we did-
nôt buy him a matt to go under the 
sleeping bag. I was originally put off 
by such comments...after all ñhow 
dare he criticize a gift that was given 
freely!!ò I did my best to swallow my 
pride and just go with it, and then 
something just hit me... Who are we 
really doing this for? Me?, Ken?, or 
God?

Ken and I spent the next hour talking about his life on the 
street. He told me he was originally from the Phoenix Arizona 
area, and had been on the street for 29 years. 29 years!  
The fact that this man became homeless when I was 1 year old 
was amazing to me. My heart cried for him... I cannot imagine 
living without a dwelling or place to call my own. Each night 
presents a possible change, your next meal is anything but 
guaranteed. At this point I wanted to probe a little deeper into 
Kenôs life and see if he had ever heard about Jesus. When I 
said the name his demeanor changed. I wish I could say it was 
for the best. Ken hung his head in a look of shame and hurt. He 
began to tell about several instances in Arizona, where he went 
to churches to get aid. At each one very little assistance was 
given, if any. Most churches told him to ñgo awayò or that ñhis 
kind wasn't accepted around thereò. Ken had been rejected by 
Gods people, and in defense one day, mustered up the cour-
age to ask a hateful church member ñwhat would you do if I 
was Jesusò...The church members response was ñkick him out 
just like Iôm kicking you outò. I began to explain to him that all 
church members are not like that, and that shouldnôt dictate his 
decision about Christ. Ken seemed stuck. For about an hour, I  
talked to Ken about the power that can be found in the Holy 
Name of Jesus.  I talked about how Jesus reached out to all 
people despite their life choices, despite their past. 
 
I asked him if he would like a personal relationship with 
Christ...and I would love to say that Ken looked past the actions 
of some legalistic, hateful people.. you see, the saddest part of 
the story isnôt that Ken is poor, alone, or cold, or homeless.  
The saddest part is that Ken went to sleep without Christ. 
Through Kenôs eyes,  he saw Jesus to be an exclusive club. A 
club for the finely dressed and fed. A club that looks at the 
amount of money you have in the bank, and the number of dia-
monds on your fingers or how many times you came to church. 
How many ñKensò have we turned away from the saving grace 
of Jesus? Hopefully that night began the process of turning 
things around for Ken. I pray, that he will begin to see the real 
Jesus, and not the fake one that he was presented during his 
29 years on the streets. Jesus is love...and He loves all peo-
ple........even the homeless. 
By the way, this article isnôt about the ñthingsò we purchased 
and provided for Ken that night. It isnôt at all what WE did- it is 
about what God can do if we take time to love those we donôt 
normally notice. Thank you God for giving us this opportunity to 
serve.
